AIRCRAFT REGISTRATION / DE-REGISTRATION

The basic rules for aircraft registration are found in Annex 7 of the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and the regulations given by or virtue of the Aruba Aviation Act.

Furthermore applicant must comply with the following requirements:

· proof of de-registration of previous registration;

· proof of evidence of ownership;

· proof of payment of registration fee;

· proof of payment of import duties, if required;

· a copy of the insurance certificate.

The registration is valid for 3 Years and can be extended on request.

When the aircraft is sold the same procedure will de maintained, if the new owner wishes to maintain the aircraft registered in Aruba.

The aircraft will be de-registered from the Aruba Aircraft Register on applicant’s request, if destroyed, or declared un-airworthy or if changes have occurred in items 7, 8, 9 or 10 above.
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
